Abstract guidelines
1. Abstracts are open to any field of surgical clinical research.
2.  The maximum word count for abstracts is 250 words (not including the title, authors and affiliations).
3.  Abstracts should be divided into: Aim, Methods, Results, Conclusions.
4. Abstracts are to be submitted as text, no graphics or tables.
5. Abstracts will be scored based on clinical and scientific merit.
6. Once completed and submitted edits cannot be made. 
7. No abstract submissions will be accepted after the deadline has passed.
8. Please ensure that the abstract has been reviewed and agreed upon by all of the named authors before submission and highlight the presenting author.
